THE MAIN HOUSE

The main house retains many period features to include
high ceilings, original high skirting boards, original
fireplaces and wooden beams. There is an impressive
spacious entrance hall with doors to all the principal
rooms and the ground floor cloakroom.

The two main reception rooms both have open fires
with the original ornate marble surrounds, wooden
beams, high windows and wooden floors.

A third reception room accessed from the dining room
would make a ground floor bedroom or a good size
study ideal for anyone working from home.

Adding to the charm of this property is the modern
country style kitchen which has exposed feature brick
walls, fitted units, integrated appliances, a Range
Master cooker and space for a large American style
fridge freezer.

The downstairs cloakroom has a low flush WC, a wash
hand basin, part tiled walls and is cleverly decorated
with the deeds and history of the house.

The first floor is a split landing with access to the loft
space and doors to: the master bedroom which is en
–suite with a walk-in wardrobe and an interconnecting
door into bedroom five/dressing room.

The other three double bedrooms and the family
bathroom are accessed from the other landing. Two
have Victorian fireplaces and built-in wardrobes.

The good-sized family bathroom has a white suite with
a corner shower cubicle, panelled bath, low flush WC
and a pedestal wash hand basin.

patio window with sliding door to the rear, opening onto a large

decked seating area.

A particular feature is the
stunning open plan
kitchen/breakfast/living room,
which is the hub of the home
proving a wonderful family
space and entertaining area.
The contemporary bespoke
kitchen is fully fitted with a
good range of matching gloss
wall and base level kitchen
units with drawers, granite
work surfaces, splash backs,
karndean flooring, UPVC
double glazed windows to
three sides overlooking the
gardens, built in matching
double ovens with five ring
induction hob and extractor
hood above. Integral siemens
appliances include a wine
cooler, American
fridge/freezer, dishwasher and
washing machine. There is a
large island unit at the centre of
the kitchen with a modern
stainless sink and drainer unit,
base cupboards below and
breakfast bar area with seating
for a number of individuals.

In the dining area there is
ample space for large dining
table and chairs, UPVC double
glazed windows to the front
aspect, and an opening takes
you to the conservatory, which
provides an additional
family/living area with wood
burning stove and French
doors onto the garden.

The first-floor landing has
doors to the bedrooms. The
master bedroom suite provides
a real wow factor with entrance
landing leading to the walk-in
wardrobe and en-suite with
white suite comprising of a
low-level WC, wash hand
basin with work surfaces, and
cupboards below, panelled
bath, separate shower cubicle
with wall mounted shower
unit, additional floating wall
mounted cupboards and
display shelf.

Two wide steps lead down to
the vaulted bedroom with tall
atrium window, doors opening
to a Juliet balcony and further
windows to either side of the
bed. The bedroom is an
impressive, spacious room
providing space for a super
king bed, free standing
furniture and a sitting area.

The guest bedroom is another
good size double room with
built in wardrobes, UPVC
double glazed window, radiator
and a door to the en-suite,
which comprises of a shower
cubicle, low level WC,
pedestal wash hand basin, part
tiling to walls and heated towel
rail.

The third bedroom is another
double room with built in
wardrobes, UPVC double
glazed window, and radiator.

THE BARN

The original barn is a real
delight, and a wonderful
addition to the main house
providing cosy yet spacious
accommodation with much
character. The barn should one
wish would also lend itself to
multi generation living or as a
holiday home/Air b&b (subject
to the necessary permissions/
consents).

The Barn offers access both
from the main house and also
via a separate private modern
composite front door with
double glazed side panel.

The spacious kitchen/utility
room has a good range of
matching contemporary wall
and base level units, butler sink
with granite drainer and
surround, space for washing
machine, space for free
standing range cooker with
extractor hood over, integrated
fridge with ice box, tiled
flooring, radiator, UPVC
double glazed window
overlooking the front courtyard
and stairs rise to first floor.

Double doors from the kitchen
open to the spacious 25ft
lounge/dining room, which
provides ample space for both
a living and dining area. There
with large bay window
overlooking the country lane,
feature beamed ceiling, wood
effect flooring, newly fitted
wood burning stove and
radiator. Beyond the living
area, there is ample space for a
dining table and chairs with a
decorative circular window.

An opening at the end of the
living/dining room gives
access to the inner hallway
with doors leading to two
bedrooms two.

The main bedroom is of a good
size and has a good range of
built-in wardrobes, UPVC
double glazed window to the
front aspect and a door leads
to:

The newly fitted shower room
with floor to ceiling UPVC
double glazed window looking
up the garden, built in fully
tiled double shower cubicle,
wash hand basin set in vanity
style unit with cupboards
below, low level WC and door
to the entrance porch.

The third bedroom is a good
size single bedroom with
window to rear aspect, vaulted
ceiling with velux window and
built-in wardrobe.

The second bedroom can be
found on the first floor and is a
large double bedroom with
built in wardrobe, eaves
storage, useful shelving,
window to the front aspect
overlooking the grounds and

velux window to rear aspect. A
door from the bedroom leads to
the en-suite bathroom with
white panelled bath, pedestal
wash hand basin, low level
WC, velux window, door to
eaves storage and door to large
loft space.

OUTSIDE

TRIPLE GARAGE

Approached via three up and
over doors, power and light
connected, workbench area,
space for additional appliance
if required, eaves storage space
above. A door leads to a
gardener toilet and dog wash
room with sink and shower
attachment.

STABLE

There are three adjoining pony
stables/stores, with stable
doors, covered carport and
storage behind.

THE AVERY

Within the grounds, there is a
large enclosed Avery with bird
houses, ideal for ducks and
chickens.

GROUNDS

The stunning well-maintained
grounds are extensive and
extend to approximately 1.33
acres with the gardens being to
three sides and providing a
number of areas to sit out, eat,
relax and entertain.

To the front of the property
there is garden area laid to
lawn with a paved seating area
to the front of the barn.

The main paddock/orchard is
principally laid to lawn and
interspersed with fruit trees,
they are well stocked with a
variety of mature plants, shrubs
and trees.

To the rear of the main house
there is an Italian style paved
garden with a raised pond and
gazebo with tiled roof
providing space for an outdoor
kitchen and BBQ area. The
gardens extend around to the
rear of the property leading to a
further seating, which can be
accessed from the lounge,
which in turn continues around
the property to the hot tub area.

LOCATION

Apple Orchard is situated in
Coffinswell, which is a highly
sought-after Devonshire village
where you can find a
wonderful range of cottages
and farmhouses. The village
has a thriving community with
a 13th century church located
in the heart of the village and
the thatched village inn, which
is now a well-respected
restaurant. The village is
known for its peaceful,
unspoilt rural ambience and is
situated midway between the
market town of Newton Abbot
and the coastal towns of
Torbay.

The Willows shopping
complex is nearby with a
Sainsbury superstore, Marks &
Spencer and other major retail
outlets. From Newton Abbot,
there is dual carriageway
access to Exeter and the
motorway network beyond via
the A380. Newton Abbot has a
mainline railway station and
the Torbay Riveria is within
easy reach of numerous
beaches, Coastal footpath,
Dartmoor National Park, and
other tourist attractions.

THE AREA

Teigngrace is a rural hamlet located around two miles
from Newton Abbot. The property is situated within easy
access to both Plymouth and Exeter via the A38 Devon
Expressway. Located in close proximity to Bovey Tracey,
Kingsteignton and the market town of Newton Abbot
which offer a variety of amenities, shops,
primary/secondary schools, Drs’ surgeries, restaurants
and a mainline railway station with regular services to
London. The beautiful Dartmoor National Park and Stover
Country Park are also nearby giving plenty of scope for
outdoor pursuits.

THE PROPERTY

Mount Pleasant is a stunning property located in an
enviable rural location offering panoramic country views
and backing onto neighbouring fields. A truly unique
property combining period features with modern living
including a recently refitted, handmade, high specification
kitchen/dining room. The property is set within a plot of
almost half an acre with a large garden allowing for pursuit
of "the good life".

The porch leads into the high specification kitchen/dining
room fitted with a range of base and eye level units with
wooden and granite worktops, ceramic style "butler" sink,
"Rangemaster" oven and hob. Space for a large American
style fridge/freezer. A further door leads to an area used
as a utility space with further fitted cupboards and space
for a washing machine and drier. There are two reception
rooms allowing for flexibility in their use one of which could
be used as a bedroom/study or playroom if required. The
main sitting room has an impressive inglenook fireplace
inset with multifuel wood burner with slate hearth and
wooden lintel over. Exposed beams in both reception
rooms retain the character of the property.

On rising to the first floor, you will find three bedrooms.
The master has exposed painted beams with a window to
the front taking in the countryside views.





There is an en-suite wet room with fully tiled walls, wall
mounted washbasin and ladder style towel rail. There are
two further bedrooms both of which have built in
wardrobes. Bedroom two has sliding patio doors leading
onto a decked area and then directly onto the garden.
Bedroom three has a cast iron feature fireplace with
wooden mantel and window to the front with countryside
views. The family bathroom is fitted with a modern white
suite comprising of low level WC, bath with shower over,
pedestal wash hand basin and ladder style towel rail.

Outside the property is approached via a large driveway
providing parking for 4/5 vehicles. Access can be gained
to the garage and large workshop which has power and
light. The beautifully landscaped gardens surround the
house offering a sense of privacy and are enclosed with
natural hedging, fencing and gates onto the driveway. The
landscaping includes flowerbeds planted with a variety of
mature shrubs, areas of lawn and an area with a brick built
BBQ - ideal for entertaining. There are various areas to
enjoy including a large patio area ideal for "al-fresco"
dining taking in the stunning rural views. There is also a
large greenhouse to the rear of the garages. The property
sits in a tranquil rural setting backing onto neighbouring
fields with views to the surrounding countryside and the
local parish church.

DIRECTIONS: approaching from the Exeter direction on
the A38 Devon Expressway take the A382 towards
Newton Abbot (also sign posted Trago Mills/Bovey
Tracey. Pass Stover Country Park on your left. Continue
along the A382 - at Forches Cross (you will see playing
fields on your left) turn left into Greycoat Lane. Continue
along Greycoat Lane and the property will be found on the
left nearing the end of the road.
